That's the
picture God's Word uses to show us what followers of Christ look like. They see, even though they
were blind.

In the Gospel, Bartimaeus gives us the positive example of that blind man seeing his Savior. In the
First Reading, Jeremiah records words of promise for those Israelites whose pride had blinded
them and who were heading into exile. In the Second Reading, Jesus writes words of warning to
those who were not seeing through their eyes of faith because their wealth and security were
blinding them. God's Word allows followers of Christ to see Jesus through faith. That's amazing
grace.
