We especially remember all those 

who do not know the Lord Jesus, those who do not love him, and those who by sin have 

grieved his heart of love.

 Finally, let us remember with thanksgiving before God all those who rejoice with us in 

heaven, who live in greater light than we, that multitude which no one can number, whose 

hope was in the Word made flesh, who died in faith, and who live before the throne of God 

and praise him each day in his temple. We confess that we are united with them as we are 

united with one another. 

 Silent prayer  

 To sum up all these petitions, let us pray as Christ himself taught us. 

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done 

on earth as it is in heaven. 

Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who 

trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 

For thine is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever and ever. Amen. 
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FIRST LESSON GENESIS 3:8-15 

Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the LORD God as he was walking in the garden 

in the cool of the day, and they hid from the LORD God among the trees of the garden. But the 

LORD God called to the man, “Where are you?”  

He answered, “I heard you in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; so I hid.”  

And he said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree that I 

commanded you not to eat from?”

FOURTH LESSON ISAIAH 11:1-9 

A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse; from his roots a Branch will bear fruit. The 

Spirit of the Lord will rest on him— the Spirit of wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel 

and of power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the Lord— and he will delight in the fear 

of the Lord.  

He will not judge by what he sees with his eyes, or decide by what he hears with his ears; but 

with righteousness he will judge the needy, with justice he will give decisions for the poor of the 

earth. He will strike the earth with the rod of his mouth; with the breath of his lips he will slay the 

wicked.

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FIFTH LESSON  LUKE 1:26-35,38 

 In the sixth month, God sent the angel Gabriel to Nazareth, a town in Galilee, to a virgin pledged 

to be married to a man named Joseph, a descendant of David. The virgin’s name was Mary. The angel 

went to her and said, “Greetings, you who are highly favored! The Lord is with you.”  

 Mary was greatly troubled at his words and wondered what kind of greeting this might be. But the 

angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, you have found favor with God. You will be with child and 

give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus. He will be great and will be called the Son 

of the Most High. The Lord God will give him the throne of his father David, and he will reign over 

the house of Jacob forever; his kingdom will never end.”

SIXTH LESSON MATTHEW 1:18-25 

 This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about: His mother Mary was pledged to be married 

to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to be with child through the Holy Spirit. 

Because Joseph her husband was a righteous man and did not want to expose her to public disgrace, 

he had in mind to divorce her quietly.  

 But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, 

“Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived 

in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, 

because he will save his people from their sins.”  

 All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: “The virgin will be 

with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel”—which means, “God with 

us.”  

 When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the Lord had commanded him and took Mary 

home as his wife. But he had no union with her until she gave birth to a son. And he gave him the 

name Jesus.

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SEVENTH LESSON LUKE 2:8-20 

And there were shepherds living out in the fields nearby, keeping watch over their flocks at 

night. An angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of the Lord shone around them, and 

they were terrified. But the angel said to them, “Do not be afraid. I bring you good news of great 

joy that will be for all the people. Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; he is 

Christ the Lord. This will be a sign to you: You will find a baby wrapped in cloths and lying in a 

manger.” 

Suddenly a great company of the heavenly host appeared with the angel, praising God and 

saying, “Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to men on whom his favor rests.”

So they hurried off and found Mary and Joseph, and the baby, who was lying in the manger.

But Mary treasured up 

all these things and pondered them in her heart. The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising 

God for all the things they had heard and seen, which were just as they had been told.

EIGHTH LESSON MATTHEW 2:1-12 

After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, Magi from the 

east came to Jerusalem and asked, “Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews? We saw 

his star in the east and have come to worship him.”  

When King Herod heard this he was disturbed, and all Jerusalem with him. When he had called 

together all the people’s chief priests and teachers of the law, he asked them where the Christ was 

to be born. “In Bethlehem in Judea,” they replied, “for this is what the prophet has written:  

“ ‘But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no means least among the rulers of 

Judah; for out of you will come a ruler who will be the shepherd of my people Israel.’”  

Then Herod called the Magi secretly and found out from them the exact time the star had 

appeared. He sent them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and make a careful search for the child. As 

soon as you find him, report to me, so that I too may go and worship him.”  

After they had heard the king, they went on their way, and the star they had seen in the east went 

ahead of them until it stopped over the place where the child was. When they saw the star, they 

were overjoyed. On coming to the house, they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed 

down and worshiped him. Then they opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold 

and of incense and of myrrh. And having been warned in a dream not to go back to Herod, they 

returned to their country by another route.
